Course Description:

· 7-3: Independence Movements throughout the world and

· 7-4: 20th Century Conflicts~ WWI, Great Depression, 

       Totalitarian Leaders, WWII, and the Holocaust

· 7-5: The Cold War~ Korean Conflict, the Berlin Wall, the 
       Vietnam War, the Cuban Missile crisis, the “space race,” 

       and the threat of nuclear annihilation. 

· 7-6: Nationalist and Independence Movements; conflicts in  

       the Middle East; terrorism; technology & environment

Course Expectations: 
Students in this World History class are expected to develop writing skills, to keep up with reading assignments, and to begin the process of historical analysis critical to understanding and interpreting the past.  Students are expected to come to class prepared and to complete assignments on time.

Textbooks and Materials:

Contemporary Cultures- 1600 to the Present (McGraw-Hill)

Textbooks will not be assigned to students. There will be a class set available for students to use during class. If you would like your student to be issued a textbook, please let me know and I will issue one. Students will also be given a code to access the online textbook.
Grading Plan:
Grades are based on the percentage system. Each assignment will be worth 100 points.  Daily work will be worth 25% of the final grade.  Quizzes and larger assignments will be worth 30% of the final grade.  Tests will equal 45% of the final grade. The Test Category will also include in-class and take home projects. A student’s final average is computed by adding the categories together using the percentage weights.

· Each student is required to create and maintain an interactive notebook consisting of the following items: 1) daily bell work assignments, 2) class notes, 3) activities and worksheets, 4) returned quizzes, and 5) journal entries. All student work must be added to the interactive notebook unless otherwise noted by the teacher.
· Any work not completed during the daily lesson will be considered homework. Any work done in class or at home should be placed in the student’s interactive notebook, which the student should bring to every class. Notebooks may be stored in class as well.  Interactive Notebooks will be checked on a regular basis.

Course Policies:

Student Work: Students will be expected to complete assignments outside of class time on a regular basis.  All students are expected to read class material, think critically, and write effectively.  Students are expected to use complete sentences, proper grammar, and correct spelling in every written performance.

The teacher will give you regular guidance on how to construct and maintain your notebook. This grade will be included in the Classwork category.
Group Activities:  You will be working in groups on a regular basis. Your group will be given cooperative learning activities to complete.  You will be expected to be an active member of your group and participation points will be assessed accordingly.  You will always be graded as an individual; however your group may earn points together that will lead to a reward.
Extra Credit: Extra Credit will NOT be given in this class. Students will be held responsible for the grades they earn.
Absences: If a student is absent, it is HIS/HER responsibility to get all late work from the teacher and return it in a timely manner.

Class Rules:
· It is my expectation that the students and teacher will treat each other with respect at all times.   Offensive language and hatefulness is not acceptable in this class.  I like to use as a guideline “Do the Right Thing.” You know what is right and wrong, and you will be expected to act accordingly. All behavior and classroom disruptions will be handled by following the steps listed in the BMS Handbook.
· Students are expected to be in their seats and prepared for class. Being prepared for class means having all materials, notebook, books, pens, etc., out and ready. 
· Pay attention. Talking while the teacher is instructing or while other students are presenting will not be permitted. This goes back to respecting everyone in the classroom. Listen the first time directions are given. 
· The phrase “I don’t know” is never an acceptable answer.
